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 A. General 
 

1. Scope of Bid  
 

1.1  The Divisional Forest Officer, Birbhum Division (referred to as Employer in these documents) invites bids 

for the construction of works (as defined in these documents and referred to as "the works") detailed in the 

table given in IFB.  The bidders may submit bids for works detailed in the table given in IFB. 

 

1.2 The successful bidder will be expected to complete the works by the intended completion date specified in the 

Contract data. 

 

2. Eligible Bidders  
 

2.1 This Invitation for Bids is open to all bidders from anywhere in India. Any materials, equipment, and services 

to be used in the performance of the Contract shall have their origin in the eligible source countries. 

 

2.2 All bidders shall provide in Section 2, Forms of Bid and Qualification Information, a statement that the 

Bidder is not associated, nor has been associated in the past, directly or indirectly, with the Consultant or any 

other entity that has prepared the design, specifications, and other documents for the Project or being 

proposed as Project Manager for the Contract. A firm that has been engaged by the Borrower to provide 

consulting services for the preparation or supervision of the works, and any of its affiliates, shall not be 

eligible to bid. 

 

2.3 Government-owned enterprises may only participate if they are legally and financially autonomous, operate 

under commercial law and are not a dependent agency of the Borrower or Sub-borrower. 

 

2.4 Bidders shall not be under a declaration of ineligibility for corrupt and fraudulent practices issued by 

Government in accordance with sub-clause 32.1. 

 

3. Qualification of the Bidder  
 

3.1 All bidders shall provide in Section 2, Forms of Bid and Qualification Information, a preliminary description 

of the proposed work method and schedule, including drawings and charts, as necessary. 

 

 

3.2 In the event that Pre-qualification of potential bidders has been undertaken, only bids from prequalified 

bidders    will be considered for award for Contract. These qualified bidders should submit with their bids any 

information updating their original prequalification applications or, alternatively, confirm in their bids that the 

originally submitted prequalification information remains essentially correct as of date of bid submission. The 

update or confirmation should be provided in Section 2. 

 

 

3.3 If the Employer has not undertaken prequalification of potential bidders, all bidders shall include the 

following information and documents with their bids in Section 2: 

 

 (a) copies of original documents defining the constitution or legal status, place of registration, and 

principal place of business, valid trade license, latest GST return, PAN,  written power of attorney of 

the signatory of the Bid to commit the Bidder; 

 

 (b) total monetary value of construction work performed for each of the last five years; 

 

 (c) experience in works of a similar nature and size for each of the last five years, and details of works 

under way or contractually committed;  and clients who may be contacted for further information on 

those contracts; 

 

 (d) major items of construction equipment proposed to carry out the Contract; 

 

 (e) qualifications and experience of key site management and technical personnel proposed for the 

Contract; 
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 (f) reports on the financial standing of the Bidder, such as profit and loss statements and auditor's reports 

for the past five years; 

 

 (g) evidence of adequacy of working capital for this contract (access to line (s) of credit and availability of 

other financial resources); 

 

 (h) authority to seek references from the Bidder's bankers;  

 

 (i) information regarding any litigation or arbitration resulting from contracts executed by the Bidder in 

the last five years or currently under execution.  The information shall include the names of the parties 

concerned, the disputed amount, cause of litigation, and matter in dispute; 

 

 (j) proposals for subcontracting components of the Works which in aggregate add to more than 20 percent 

of the Bid Price (for each, the qualifications and experience of the identified sub-contractor in the 

relevant field should be annexed; no vertical splitting of work for sub-contracting is acceptable); and 

 

 (k) the proposed methodology and program of construction including Environmental Management Plan, 

backed with equipment, materials and manpower planning and deployment, duly supported with broad 

calculations and quality control procedures proposed to be adopted, justifying their capability of 

execution and completion of the work as per technical specifications within the stipulated period of 

completion as per milestones  (for all contracts over Rs.100 Lakhs). 

 

3.4   Bids submitted by a joint venture of two or more firms as partners shall comply with the following 

requirements : 

 

[a] the bid shall include all the information listed in Sub-clause 3.3 above; 

 

[b] the bid and, in case of a successful bid, the Agreement, shall be signed so as to be legally binding on all 

partners;  

 

[c] one of the partners shall be nominated as being in charge, and this authorization shall be evidenced by 

submitting a power of attorney signed by legally authorized signatories of all the partners; 

 

[d] the partner in charge shall be authorized to incur liabilities and receive instructions for and on behalf of any 

and all partners of the joint venture and the entire execution of the contract, including payment, shall be 

done exclusively with the partner in charge; 

 

[e] all partners of the joint venture shall be liable jointly and severally for the execution of the contract in 

accordance with the contract terms, and a statement to this effect shall be included in the authorization 

mentioned under [c] above, as well as in the bid and in the Agreement [in case of a successful bid]; 

 

[f]  The joint venture agreement should indicate precisely the role of all members of JV in respect of planning, 

design, construction equipment, key personnel, work execution, and financing of the project.  All members 

of JV should have active participation in execution during the currency of the contract.  This should not be 

varied/modified subsequently without prior approval of the employer; 

 

[g] The joint venture agreement should be registered in anywhere in India so as to be legally valid and binding 

on partners; and 

 

[h] a copy of the Joint Venture Agreement entered into by the partners shall be submitted with the bid.  

Alternatively, a Letter of Intent to execute a joint Venture Agreement in the event of a successful bid shall 

be signed by all partners and submitted with the bid, together with a copy of the proposed Agreement. 

 

3.5 A. To qualify for award of the contract, each bidder in its name should have following credentials in 

the last five years i.e 2012-13 to 2016-17. 

 

 (a) achieved, in at least two financial years, a minimum annual financial turnover (in all classes of civil 

engineering construction, supply and installation only) of Rs. 113.975 Lakhs. 
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(c) satisfactorily completed as a prime contractor, or as subcontractor duly certified by the employer/main     

contractor at least one similar work (Construction and Installation including Supply of Surface Flow Minor 

Irrigation Schemes / Other Minor Irrigation Schemes of similar nature including protection works with 

hard stone boulder or crated boulders. Protection work should be 20% of the total work value as will be 

considered by the Employer. BOQ of the work duly certified by the Engineer-in-charge must be uploaded) 
of value not less than Rs. 45.59  Lakh  

 B. Each bidder should further demonstrate: 

 

 (a) liquid assets and/or availability of credit facilities of no less than Rs 50.00 Lakh in the format given in 

Section 2. 

  (Credit lines/letter of credit/certificates from Banks for meeting the funds requirement etc.)  - 

(usually the equivalent of the estimated cash flow for 3 months in peak construction period.) 

 

 C. To qualify for a package of contracts made up of this and other contracts for which bids are 

invited in the IFB , the bidder must demonstrate having experience and resources sufficient to meet the 

aggregate of the qualifying criteria for the individual contracts. 

 

3.6 The figures for each of the partners of a joint venture shall be added together to determine the Bidderôs 

compliance with the minimum qualifying criteria of Sub-clause 3.5.  However, for a joint venture to qualify, 

one partner must meet at least 50 percent of the minimum criteria set in Sub-clause 3.5 above who will be the 

lead partner and all the partners collectively must meet the criteria specified in Sub-clause 3.5 above in full.  

Failure to comply with this requirement will result in rejection of the joint ventureôs bid.   
 Sub-contractors' experience and resources shall not be taken into account in determining the bidder's 

compliance with the qualifying criteria except to the extent stated in 3.5 (A) above. 

 

 

3.7 Bidders who meet the minimum qualification criteria will be qualified only if their available bid capacity is 

more than the total bid value. The available bid capacity will be calculated as under: 

 

 Assessed Available Bid capacity = ( A*N*3 - B ) 
 where 

 

 A = Maximum value of civil engineering works executed in any one year during the last five years 

(updated to 2017*  price level) taking into account  the completed as well as works in progress. 

 N = Number of years prescribed for completion of the works for which bids are invited. 

 B = Value, at 2017* price level, of existing commitments and on-going works to be completed during the 

next.0.5years (period of completion of the works for which bids are  invited) 

 

Note:  The statements showing the value of existing commitments and on-going works  as well as the 

stipulated period of completion remaining for each of the works listed should be countersigned by the 

Engineer in charge, not below the rank of an Executive Engineer or equivalent.   

 

3.8 Even though the bidders meet the above qualifying criteria, they are subject to be disqualified if they have: 

 

 - made misleading or false representations in the forms, statements and attachments submitted in proof 

of the qualification requirements; and/or 

 

 - record of poor performance such as abandoning the works, not properly completing the contract, 

inordinate delays in completion, litigation history, or financial failures etc.; and/or 

 

 - participated in the previous bidding for the same work and had quoted unreasonably high bid prices 

and could not furnish rational justification to the employer. 

 

 

4. One Bid per Bidder   
 

4.1 Each bidder shall submit only one bid for one contract either individually or as a partner in a joit venture. A 

bidder who submits or participates in more than one Bid (other than as a subcontractor or in cases of 

alternatives that have been permitted or requested) will cause all the proposals with the Bidderôs participation 

to be disqualified.  
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5. Cost of Bidding  

 

5.1 The bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of his Bid, and the Employer 

will in no case be responsible and liable for those costs.

12. Bid Prices 
 

12.1 The contract shall be for the whole works  based on the priced Bill Quantities submitted by the Bidder. 

 

12.2 The bidders shall make online entries to fill in rates in bill of quantities.  Upon numerical entry, the amount 

in words would automatically appear and upon entry of rates in all the items of work, total bid price would 

automatically be calculated by the system and would be displayed.  Items for which no rate or price is 

entered by the bidder will not be paid for by the Employer when executed and shall be deemed covered by 

the other rates and prices in the Bill of Quantities.   

 

12.3 All duties, taxes, and other levies payable by the contractor under the contract, or for any other cause shall 

be included in the rates, prices and  total Bid Price submitted by the Bidder. 
 

Note: ñBidders may like to ascertain availability of excise/custom duty exemption benefits available in India to the contracts 

financed under World Bank loan/credits.  They are solely responsible for obtaining such benefits which they have 

considered in their bid and in case of failure to receive such benefits for reasons whatsoever, the employer will not 

compensate the bidder (contractor).  Where the bidder has quoted taking into account such benefits, he must give all 

information required for issue of certificates in terms of such notifications as per form attached to the Qualification 

Information in the bid.  To the extent the employer determines the quantity indicated therein are reasonable keeping in 

view the bill of quantities, construction programme and methodology, the certificates will be issued within 60 [sixty] 

days of signing of contract and no subsequent changes will be permitted.  No certificate will be issued for items where 

no quantity/capacity of equipment is indicated in the statement.  The bids which do not conform to the above provisions 

will be treated as non responsive and rejected.  Any delay in procurement of the construction equipment 

/machinery/goods as a result of the above shall not be a cause for granting any extension of time.ò 

 

12.4 The rates and prices quoted by the bidder shall be fixed for the duration of the Contract  and shall not be 

subject to adjustment on any account. 

  

 

13. Currencies of Bid and Payment 

 The unit rates and the prices shall be quoted by the bidder entirely in Indian Rupees. 

 

14. Bid Validity  
14.1 Bids shall remain valid for a period not less than ninety days after the deadline date for bid submission.  A 

bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the Employer as non-responsive. 

 

14.2 In exceptional circumstances, prior to expiry of the original time limit, the Employer may request that the 

bidders may extend the period of validity for a specified additional period.  The request and the bidders' 

responses shall be made in writing or by cable.  A bidder may refuse the request without forfeiting his bid 

security.  A bidder agreeing to the request will not be required or permitted to modify his bid except as 
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provided in 14.3 hereinafter, but will be required to extend the validity of his bid security for a period of the 

extension, and in compliance with Clause 15 in all respects. 

 

14.3 In the case of contracts in which the Contract Price is fixed (not subject to price adjustment), in the event 

that the purchaser requests and the Bidder agrees to an extension of the validity period, the contract price, if 

the Bidder is selected for award shall be the bid price corrected as follows :

15. Bid Security 
 

Online receipt and refund of Bid Security of e-procurement through State Government e-Procurement  portal. The 

following procedure to be adopted for deposit of Bid Security/ Tender Fees related to e-Procurement of the State 

Government departments. This clause is also applicable for all categories of applicants. 

 

          A. Login by bidder:-

         ii)     Payment through RTGS/NEFT: 

a. On selection of RTGS/NEFT as the payment mode, the e-Procurement portal will show a pre-filled 

challan having the details to process RTGS/NEFT transaction. 

 

b. The bidder will print the challan and use the pre-filled information to make RTGS/NEFT payment 

using his Bank account. 

 

c. Once payment is made, the bidder will come back to the e-Procurement portal after expiry of a 

reasonable time to enable the NEFT/RTGS process to complete, in order to verify the payment made 

and continue the bidding process.

Such refund will 

take place within  T+2 Bank Working  Days where T will mean the date on which information on rejection of 

financial bid is uploaded to the e-Procurement portal by the tender inviting authority. However, the L2 bidder should 

not be rejected till the LOI process is successful.

16. Alternative Proposals by Bidders 
 

16.1 Bidders shall submit offers that comply with the requirements of the bidding documents, including the 

basic technical design as indicated in the drawing and specifications.  Alternatives will not be considered. 

 

17. Format and Signing of Bid 

 

17.1        The digital signature shall be obtained by the bidder from the authorized certifying agencies as given in the 

e- procurement portal http://wbtenders.gov.in and then get registered on the e-procurement portal. The 

bidder shall upload the bid along with all the requisite documents through e-procurement platform by 

using the user ID and digital signature. 

17.2 The Bidder shall furnish information as described in the Form of Bid on commissions or gratuities, if any, paid 

or to be paid to agents relating to this Bid, and to contract execution if the Bidder is awarded the contract. 

 

 D.  Submission of Bids 

 

18. The bidder shall submit the bids electronically through the e-procurement portal of GOWB. Any document 

submitted through any other means will not be considered as part of the Bid except for the Originals. All 

the documents are required to be signed digitally by the bidder. After electronic on line bid submission, the 

system generates a unique bid identification number which is time stamped. This shall be treated as 

acknowledgement of bid submission. 

 

19. Deadline for Submission of the Bids 

 

19.1 Bids must be received by the Employer on line no later than specified deadline for receipt of bids.

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19.2 The Employer may extend the deadline for submission of bids by issuing an amendment in which case all 

rights and obligations of the Employer and the bidders previously subject to the original deadline will then 

be subject to the new deadline. 

 

20. Late Bids 
 

20.1 The electronic bidding system would not allow any late submission of bids after due date and time as per 

server time. 

 

21. Modification and Withdrawal of Bids  
 

21.1 Bidders may modify their bids online before the deadline prescribed in Clause 19. 

 

21.2 For bid modification and consequential re-submission, the bidder is not required to withdraw his bid 

submitted earlier. The last modified bid submitted by the bidder within the bid submission time shall be 

considered as the bid. For this purpose, modification/withdrawal by other means will not be accepted. In on 

line system of bid submission, the modification and consequential re-submission of bids is allowed any 

number of times. The bidders may withdraw his bid by uploading their request before the deadline for 

submission of bids, however, if the bid is withdrawn, the re-submission of the bid is not allowed. 

 

21.3 No bid may be modified after the deadline for submission of Bids. 

 

21.4 Withdrawal or modification of a Bid between the deadline for submission of bids and the expiration of the 

original period of bid validity specified in Clause 14.1 above or as extended pursuant to Clause 14.2 may 

result in the forfeiture of the Bid security pursuant to Clause 15. 

 

21.5 Bidders may offer discounts to, or modify the prices of their Bids only by submitting Bid modifications in 

accordance with this clause, or included in the original Bid submission. 

 

E.  Bid Opening and Evaluation 

22. Bid Opening 
 

22.1 The Employer will open all the Bids received online, at the time and date and place specified, and this 

could be viewed by bidders online. In the event of the specified date of Bid opening being declared a 

holiday for the Employer, the Bids will be opened at the appointed time and location on the next working 

day.  

22.2 In all cases, the amount of bid security and validity of the bid shall be scrutinized.  Thereafter, the biddersô 

name and such other details as the Employer may consider appropriate, will be notified as bid opening 

summary by the authority inviting bids at the on line opening.  A separate electronic summary of the 

opening is generated and kept online. 

 

22.3 The Bidders' names, the Bid prices, the total amount of each Bid and of any alternative Bid (if alternatives 

have been requested or permitted), any discounts, Bid modifications and withdrawals, the presence or 

absence of Bid security, and such other details as the Employer may consider appropriate, will be recorded 

as bid opening summary and uploaded by the Employer on the portal.  No bid shall be rejected at bid 

opening. Any Bid price which is not declared and recorded will not be taken into account in Bid 

Evaluation. 

 

22.4 The Employer shall prepare minutes of the Bid opening, including the information disclosed to those 

present in accordance with Sub-Clause 22.3 and upload the same for viewing online. 

 

23. Process to Be Confidential 
 

23.1 Information relating to the examination, clarification, evaluation, and comparison of Bids and 

recommendations for the award of a contract shall not be disclosed to Bidders or any other persons not 

officially concerned with such process until the award to the successful Bidder has been announced. Any 

effort by a Bidder to influence the Employer's processing of Bids or award decisions may result in the 

rejection of his Bid. 
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24. Clarification of Bids  
 

24.1 To assist in the examination, evaluation, and comparison of Bids, the Employer may, at his discretion, ask 

any Bidder for clarification of his Bid, including breakdowns of the unit rates. The request for clarification 

and the response shall be in writing or by cable, but no change in the price or substance of the Bid shall be 

sought, offered, or permitted except as required to confirm the correction of arithmetic errors discovered by 

the Employer in the evaluation of the Bids in accordance with Clause 27. 

 

24.2 Subject to sub-clause 24.1, no Bidder shall contact the Employer on any matter relating to its bid from the 

time of the bid opening to the time the contract is awarded.  If the Bidder wishes to bring additional 

information to the notice of the Employer, it should do so in writing. 

 

24.3 Any effort by the Bidder to influence the Employer in the Employer's bid evaluation, bid comparison or 

contract award decisions may result in the rejection of the Biddersô bid. 

 

25. Examination of Bids and Determination of Responsiveness 
 

25.1 Prior to the detailed evaluation of Bids, the Employer will determine whether each Bid (a) meets the 

eligibility criteria defined in Clause 3; (b) has been properly signed; (c) is accompanied by the required 

securities and; (d) is substantially responsive to the requirements of the Bidding documents. 

 

25.2 A substantially responsive Bid is one which conforms to all the terms, conditions, and specifications of the 

Bidding documents, without material deviation or reserGSTion. A material deviation or reserGSTion is one 

(a) which affects in any substantial way the scope, quality, or performance of the Works; (b) which limits 

in any substantial way, inconsistent with the Bidding documents, the Employer's rights or the Bidder's 

obligations under the Contract; or (c) whose rectification would affect unfairly the competitive position of 

other Bidders presenting substantially responsive Bids. 

 

25.3 If a Bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Employer, and may not subsequently be 

made responsive by correction or withdrawal of the non-conforming deviation or reserGSTion. 

 

26. Correction of Errors  

 

26.1 In electronic procurement, bidders shall enter only numerical value of item rate which will automatically be 

converted in to words. Hence, correction of errors for discrepancy in figures and words doesnôt arise. 

 

27. Evaluation and Comparison of Bids 
 

27.1 The Employer will evaluate and compare only the Bids determined to be substantially responsive. 

 

27.2 In evaluating the Bids, the Employer will determine for each Bid the evaluated Bid Price by adjusting the 

Bid Price as follows: 

 

 (a) making any correction for errors. or 

 

 (b) making an appropriate adjustments for any other acceptable variations, deviations; and 

 

 (c) making appropriate adjustments to reflect discounts or other price modifications offered. 

 

27.3 The Employer reserves the right to accept or reject any variation, deviation, or alternative offer. Variations, 

deviations, and alternative offers and other factors which are in excess of the requirements of the Bidding 

documents or otherwise result in unsolicited benefits for the Employer shall not be taken into account in 

Bid evaluation. 
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27.4 The estimated effect of the price adjustment conditions under the Conditions of Contract, during the period 

of implementation of the Contract, will not be taken into account in Bid evaluation. 

 

27.5 If the Bid of the successful Bidder is seriously unbalanced in relation to the Engineer's estimate of the cost 

of work to be performed under the contract, the Employer may require the Bidder to produce detailed price 

analyses for any or all items of the Bill of Quantities, to demonstrate the internal consistency of those prices 

with the construction methods and schedule proposed.  After evaluation of the price analyses, the Employer 

may require that the amount of the performance security set forth in Clause 31 be increased at the expense 

of the successful Bidder to a level sufficient to protect the Employer against financial loss in the event of 

default of the successful Bidder under the Contract. 

 

 

 

 F.  Award of Contract 
 

 

28. Award  Criteria  
 

28.1 The Employer will award the Contract to the Bidder whose Bid has been determined to be substantially 

responsive to the Bidding documents and who has offered the lowest evaluated Bid Price, provided that 

such Bidder has been determined to be (a) eligible in accordance with the provisions of Clause 2, and (b) 

qualified in accordance with the provisions of Clause 3. 

 

28.2 If, pursuant to Clause 12.2 this contract is being let alongwith other contracts, the lowest evaluated Bid 

Price will be determined when evaluating this contract in conjunction with other contracts to be awarded 

concurrently, taking into account any discounts offered by the bidders for the award of more than one 

contract. 

 

29. Employer's Right to Accept any Bid and to Reject any or all Bids 
 

29.1 Notwithstanding Clause 32, the Employer reserves the right to accept or reject any Bid, and to cancel the 

Bidding process and reject all Bids, at any time prior to the award of Contract, without thereby incurring 

any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders or any obligation to inform the affected Bidder or Bidders of 

the grounds for the Employer's action. 

 

30. Notification of Award and Signing of Agreement 
 

30.1 The Bidder whose Bid has been accepted will be notified of the award by the Employer prior to expiration of 

the Bid validity period by cable, telex or facsimile confirmed by registered letter. This letter (hereinafter and in 

the Conditions of Contract called the "Letter of Acceptance") will state  the sum that the Employer will pay the 

Contractor in consideration of the execution, completion, and maintenance of the Works by the Contractor as 

prescribed by the Contract (hereinafter and in the Contract called the "Contract Price"). 

 

30.2 The notification of award will constitute the formation of the Contract, subject only to the furnishing of a 

performance security in accordance with the provisions of Clause 31. 

 

30.3 The Agreement will incorporate all agreements between the Employer and the successful Bidder. It will be 

signed by the Employer and sent to the successful Bidder, or kept ready for signature of the successful bidder in 

the office of employer  within 7 days following the notification of award along with the Letter of Acceptance. 

Within 7 days of receipt, the successful Bidder will sign the Agreement and deliver it to the Employer.  

 

30.4 Upon the furnishing by the successful Bidder of the Performance Security, the Employer will promptly notify 

the other Bidders that their Bids have been unsuccessful. 
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31. Performance Security 
 

31.1 Within 7 days of receipt of the Letter of Acceptance, the successful Bidder shall deliver to the Employer a 

Performance Security in any of the forms given below for an amount equivalent to 10% of the Contract price 

plus additional security for unbalanced Bids.  

 

 - a bank guarantee in the form given in Section 8; or 

 

 - Certified cheque/Bank draft / Fixed Deposit, in favour of  The Divisional Forest Officer, Birbhum 

Division payable at Suri.  

  

31.2 Failure of the successful bidder to comply with the requirements of sub-clause 31.1 shall constitute a breach of 

contract, cause for annulment of the award, forfeiture of the bid security, and any such other remedy the 

Employer may take under the contract, and the Employer may resort to awarding the contract to the next ranked 

bidder. 

 

 

32. Corrupt or Fraudulent Practices 

 

32.1 The Authority requires that Borrowers, as well as Bidders, Suppliers, Contractors, and Consultants under 

Bank-financed contracts, observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of 

such contracts.  In pursuit of this policy, the Authority: 

 (a) defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows: 

 (i) ñcorrupt practiceò means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting, directly or 

indirectly, of anything of value to influence the action of a public official in the 

procurement process or in contract execution;  

 (ii)  ñfraudulent practiceò means a misrepresentation or omission of facts in order to influence 

a procurement process or the execution of a contract;  

 (iii)  ñcollusive practiceò means a scheme or arrangement between two or more Bidders, with 

or without the knowledge of the borrower, designed to establish bid prices at artificial, 

non competitive levels; and 

 (iv) ñcoercive practiceò means harming or threatening to harm, directly or indirectly, persons 

or their property to influence their participation in the procurement process or affect the 

execution of a contract; 

 

(b) will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the Bidder recommended for award has, 

directly or through an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive or coercive practices in 

competing for the Contract in question; 

(c)  will cancel the portion of the loan allocated to a contract if it determines at any time that 

representatives of the Borrower or of a beneficiary of the loan engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, 

collusive or coercive practices   during the procurement or the execution of that contract, without 

the Borrower having taken timely and appropriate action satisfactory to the Authority to remedy 

the situation;  

(d)  will sanction a firm or individual, including declaring them ineligible, either indefinitely or for a 

stated period of time, to be awarded a Bank-financed contract if it at any time determines that 

they have, directly or through an agent, engaged, in corrupt,  fraudulent, collusive or coercive 

practices in competing for, or in executing, a Bank-financed contract; and 

(e)  will have the right to require that a provision be included in Bidding Documents and in contracts 

financed by a Bank loan, requiring Bidders, Suppliers, Contractors and Consultants to permit the 

Authority to inspect their accounts and records and other documents relating to the bid 

submission and contract performance  and to have them audited by auditors appointed by the 

Authority.  
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32.2 Furthermore, Bidders shall be aware of the provision stated in sub-clause 23.2 and 59.2 of the Conditions 

of Contract.

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SECTION 3: CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT  
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 Conditions of Contract 
 

 A.  General 
 

1. Definitions 
 

 1.1 Terms which are defined in the Contract Data are not also defined in the Conditions of Contract but 

keep their defined meanings. Capital initials are used to identify defined terms. 

 

  Bill of Quantities means the priced and completed Bill of Quantities forming part of the Bid. 

 

  Compensation Events are those defined in Clause 44 hereunder. 

 

  The Completion Date is the date of completion of the Works as certified by the Engineer in 

accordance with Sub Clause 55.1. 

 

  The Contract is the contract between the Employer and the Contractor to execute, complete and 

maintain the Works. It consists of the documents listed in Clause 2.3 below. 

 

  The Contract Data defines the documents and other information which comprise the Contract. 

 

  The Contractor  is a person or corporate body whose Bid to carry out the Works has been accepted by 

the Employer. 

 

  The Contractor's Bid  is the completed Bidding document submitted by the Contractor to the 

Employer. 

 

  The Contract Price is the price stated in the Letter of Acceptance and thereafter as adjusted in 

accordance with the provisions of the Contract. 

 

  Days are calendar days; months are calendar months. 

 

  A Defect is any part of the Works not completed in accordance with the Contract. 

 

  The Defects Liability Period is the period named in the Contract Data and calculated from the 

Completion Date. 

 

  The Employer is the party who will employ the Contractor to carry out the Works. 

 

  The Engineer is the person named in the Contract Data (or any other competent person appointed and 

notified to the contractor to act in replacement of the Engineer) who is responsible for supervising the 

execution of the works and administering the Contract. 

 

  Equipment is the Contractor's machinery and vehicles brought temporarily to the Site to construct the 

Works. 

 

  The Initial Contract Price  is the Contract Price listed in the Employer's Letter of Acceptance. 
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  The Intended Completion Date is the date on which it is intended that the Contractor shall complete 

the Works. The Intended Completion Date is specified in the Contract Data. The Intended Completion 

Date may be revised only by the Engineer by issuing an extension of time. 

 

  Materials are all supplies, including consumables, used by the contractor for incorporation in the 

Works. 

   

  Plant is any integral part of the Works which is to have a mechanical, electrical, electronic or 

chemical or biological function. 

 

  The Site is the area defined as such in the Contract Data. 

 

  Site Investigation Reports are those which were included in the Bidding documents and are factual 

interpretative reports about the surface and sub-surface conditions at the site. 

 

  Specification means the Specification of the Works included in the Contract and any modification or 

addition made or approved by the Engineer. 

 

  The Start Date is given in the Contract Data. It is the date when the Contractor shall commence 

execution of the works. It does not necessarily coincide with any of the Site Possession Dates. 

 

  A Subcontractor is a person or corporate body who has a Contract with the Contractor to carry out a 

part of the work in the Contract which includes work on the Site. 

 

  Temporary Works  are works designed, constructed, installed, and removed by the Contractor which 

are needed for construction or installation of the Works. 

 

  A Variation  is an instruction given by the Engineer which varies the Works. 

 

  The Works are what the Contract requires the Contractor to construct, install, and turn over to the 

Employer, as defined in the Contract Data. 

 

2. Interpretation  
 

 2.1 In interpreting these Conditions of Contract, singular also means plural, male also means female or 

neuter, and the other way around. Headings have no significance. Words have their normal meaning 

under the language of the Contract unless specifically defined. The Engineer will provide instructions 

clarifying queries about the Conditions of  Contract. 

 

 2.2 If sectional completion is specified in the Contract Data, references in the Conditions of Contract to 

the Works, the Completion Date, and the Intended Completion Date apply to any Section of the 

Works (other than references to the Completion Date and Intended Completion date for the whole of 

the Works). 

 

 2.3 The documents forming the Contract shall be interpreted in the following order of priority: 

 

  (1) Agreement 

 

  (2) Letter of Acceptance, notice to proceed with the works 

 

  (3) Contractorôs Bid 

 

  (4) Contract Data 
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  (5) Conditions of Contract including Special Conditions of Contract 

 

  (6) Specifications  

 

  (7) Drawings 

 

  (8) Bill of Quantities and 

  

  (9) any other document listed in the Contract Data as forming part of the Contract. 

 

3. Language and Law 
 

 3.1 The language of the Contract and the law governing the Contract are stated in the Contract Data. 

 

4. Engineer's Decisions 
 

 4.1 Except where otherwise specifically stated, the Engineer will decide contractual matters between the 

Employer and the Contractor in the role representing the Employer. 

 

5. Delegation 

 

 5.1 The Engineer may delegate any of his duties and responsibilities to other people except to the 

Adjudicator after notifying the Contractor and may cancel any delegation after notifying the 

Contractor. 

 

6. Communications 

 

 6.1 Communications between parties which are referred to in the conditions are effective only when in 

writing. A notice shall be effective only when it is delivered (in terms of Indian Contract Act). 

 

7. Subcontracting 

 

 7.1 The Contractor may subcontract with the approval of the Engineer but may not assign the Contract 

without the approval of the Employer in writing. Subcontracting does not alter the Contractor's 

obligations. 

 

8. Other Contractors 

 

 8.1 The Contractor shall cooperate and share the Site with other contractors, public authorities, utilities, 

and the Employer between the dates given in the Schedule of Other Contractors. The Contractor shall 

as referred to in the Contract Data, also provide facilities and services for them as described in the 

Schedule.  The employer may modify the schedule of other contractors and shall notify the contractor 

of any such modification. 

 

9. Personnel 

 

 9.1 The Contractor shall employ the key personnel named in the Schedule of Key Personnel as referred to 

in the Contract Data to carry out the functions stated in the Schedule or other personnel approved by 

the Engineer. The Engineer will approve any proposed replacement of key personnel only if their 

qualifications, abilities, and relevant experience are substantially equal to or better than those of the 

personnel listed in the Schedule. 

 

 9.2 If the Engineer asks the Contractor to remove a person who is a member of  the Contractorôs staff or 

his work force stating the reasons the Contractor shall ensure that the person leaves the Site within 

seven days and has no further connection with the work in the Contract. 
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10. Employerôs and Contractor's Risks 

 

 10.1 The Employer carries the risks which this Contract states are Employerôs risks, and the Contractor 

carries the risks which this Contract states are Contractorôs risks. 

 

11.  Employer's Risks 

 

 11.1 The Employer is responsible for the excepted risks which are (a) in so far as they directly affect the 

execution of the Works in the Employerôs country, the risks of war, hostilities, invasion, act of foreign 

enemies, rebellion, revolution, insurrection or military or usurped power, civil war, riot commotion or 

disorder (unless restricted to the Contractorôs employees), and contamination from any nuclear fuel or 

nuclear waste or radioactive toxic explosive, or (b) a cause due solely to the design of the Works, 

other than the Contractorôs design. 

 

12. Contractorôs Risks 
 

 12.1 All risks of loss of or damage to physical property and of personal injury and death which arise during 

and in consequence of the performance of the Contract other than the excepted risks are the 

responsibility of the Contractor. 

 

13. Insurance 

 

 13.1 The Contractor shall provide, in the joint names of the Employer and the Contractor, insurance cover 

from the Start Date to the end of the Defects Liability Period, in the amounts and deductibles stated in 

the Contract Data for the following events which are due to the Contractorôs risks: 

 

  (a) loss of or damage to the Works, Plant and Materials; 

 

  (b) loss of or damage to Equipment; 

 

  (c) loss of or damage of property (except the Works, Plant, Materials and Equipment) in 

connection with the Contract; and 

 

  (d) personal injury or death. 

 

 13.2 Policies and certificates for insurance shall be delivered by the Contractor to the Engineer for the 

Engineerôs approval before the Start Date. All such insurance shall provide for compensation to be 

payable in the types and proportions of currencies required  to rectify the loss or damage incurred. 

 

 13.3 If the Contractor does not provide any of the policies and certificates required, the Employer may 

effect the insurance which the Contractor should have provided and recover the premiums the 

Employer has paid from payments otherwise due to the Contractor or, if no payment is due, the 

payment of the premiums shall be a debt due. 

 

 13.4 Alterations to the terms of an insurance shall not be made without the approval of the Engineer. 

 

 13.5 Both parties shall comply with any conditions of the insurance policies. 

 

 

14. Site Investigation Reports 

 

 14.1 The Contractor, in preparing the Bid, shall rely on any site Investigation Reports referred to in the 

Contract Data, supplemented by any information available to the Bidder. 

 

15.  Queries about the Contract Data 
 

 15.1 The Engineer will clarify queries on the Contract Data. 
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16.  Contractor to Construct the Works 
 

 16.1 The Contractor shall construct and install the Works in accordance with the Specification and 

Drawings, and as per instructions of Engineer. 

 

17.  The Works to Be Completed by the Intended Completion Date 
 

 17.1 The Contractor may  commence execution of the Works on the Start Date and shall carry out the 

Works in accordance with the program submitted by the Contractor, as updated with the approval of 

the Engineer, and complete them by the Intended Completion Date. 

 

18. Approval by the Authority  
 

 18.1 The Contractor shall  submit Specifications and Drawings showing the proposed Temporary Works to 

the Authority, who is to approve them if they comply with the Specifications and Drawings. 

 

 18.2 The Contractor shall be responsible for design of Temporary Works. 

 

 18.3 The Authorityôs approval shall not alter the Contractor's responsibility for design of the Temporary 

Works. 

 

 18.4 The Contractor shall obtain approval of third parties to the design of the Temporary Works where 

required. 

 

 18.5 All Drawings prepared by the Contractor for the execution of the temporary or permanent Works, are 

subject to prior approval by the Authority before their use. 

 

19.  Safety 

 

 19.1 The Contractor shall be responsible for the safety of all activities on the Site. 

 

20.  Discoveries 

 

 20.1 Anything of historical or other interest or of significant value unexpectedly discovered on the Site is 

the property of the Employer. The Contractor is to notify the Authority of such discoveries and carry 

out the Authority's instructions for dealing with them. 

 

21.  Possession of the Site 

 

 21.1 The Employer shall give possession of all parts of the Site to the Contractor. If possession of a part is 

not given by the date stated in the Contract Data the Employer is deemed to have delayed the start of 

the relevant activities and this will be Compensation Event. 

 

22.  Access to the Site 

 

 22.1 The Contractor shall allow the Authority and any person authorized by the Authority access to the 

Site, to any place where work in connection with the Contract is being carried out or is intended to be 

carried out and to any place where materials or plant are being manufactured / fabricated / assembled 

for the works. 

 

23.  Instructions 

 

 23.1 The Contractor shall carry out all instructions of the Authority which comply with the applicable laws 

where the Site is located. 

 

 23.2 The Contractor shall permit the bank to inspect the Contractorôs accounts and records relating to the 

performance of the Contractor and to have them audited by auditors appointed by the Authority, if so 

required by the Authority. 
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      B.  Time Control 

 

24.  Program 

 

 24.1 Within the time stated in the Contract Data the Contractor shall submit to the Authority for approval a 

Program including Environmental Management Plan showing the general methods, arrangements, 

order, and timing for all the activities in the Works along with monthly cash flow forecast. 

 

 24.2 An update of the Program shall be a program showing the actual progress achieved on each activity 

and the effect of the progress achieved on the timing of the remaining work including any changes to 

the sequence of the activities. 

 

 24.3 The Contractor shall  submit to the Authority, for approval, an updated Program at intervals no longer 

than the period stated in the Contract Data. If the Contractor does not submit an updated Program 

within this period, the Authority may withhold the amount stated in the Contract Data from the next 

payment certificate and continue to withhold this amount until the next payment after the date on 

which the overdue Program has been submitted. 

 

 24.4 The Auyhority's approval of the Program shall not alter the Contractor's obligations. The Contractor 

may revise the Program and submit it to the Engineer again at any time. A revised Program is to show 

the effect of Variations and Compensation Events. 

 

25.  Extension of the Intended Completion Date 

 

 25.1 The Authority shall extend the Intended Completion Date if a Compensation Event occurs or a 

Variation is issued which makes it impossible for Completion to be achieved by the Intended 

Completion Date without the Contractor taking steps to accelerate the remaining work and which 

would cause the Contractor to incur additional cost. 

 

 

 

 25.2 The Authority shall decide whether and by how much to extend the Intended Completion Date within 21 

days of the Contractor asking the Authority for a decision upon the effect of a Compensation Event or 

Variation and submitting full supporting information. If the Contractor has failed to give early warning of 

a delay or has failed to cooperate in dealing with a delay, the delay by this  failure shall not be considered 

in assessing the new Intended Completion Date. 

 

 26.  Delays Ordered by the Authority 

 

 26.1 The Authority may instruct the Contractor to delay the start or progress of any activity within the Works. 

 

27. Management Meetings 

 

 27.1 Either the Authority or the Contractor may require the other to attend a management meeting. The 

business of a management meeting shall be to review the plans for remaining work and to deal with 

matters raised in accordance with the early warning procedure. 

 

 27.2 The Authority shall record the business of management meetings and is to provide copies of his record to 

those attending the meeting and to the Employer. The responsibility of the parties for actions to be taken is 

to be decided by the Authority either at the management meeting or after the management meeting and 

stated in writing to all who attended the meeting. 

 

28. Early Warning  

 

 28.1 The Contractor is to warn the Authority at the earliest opportunity of specific likely future events or 

circumstances that may adversely affect the quality of the work, increase the Contract Price or delay the 

execution of works. The Engineer may require the Contractor to provide an estimate of the expected effect 

of the future event or circumstance on the Contract Price and Completion Date. The estimate is to be 

provided by the Contractor as soon as reasonably possible. 
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 28.2 The Contractor shall cooperate with the Authority in making and considering proposals for how the effect 

of such an event or circumstance can be avoided or reduced by anyone involved in the work and in 

carrying out any resulting instruction of the Authority. 

 

 C.  Quality Control  

29. Identifying Defects 

 

   29.1 The Authority shall check the Contractor's work and notify the Contractor of any Defects that are 

found. Such checking shall not affect the Contractor's responsibilities. The Authority may instruct the 

Contractor to search for a Defect and to uncover and test any work that the Authority considers may 

have a Defect. 

 

   29.2 The contractor shall permit the Employerôs Technical auditor to check the contractorôs work and 

notify the Authority and Contractor of any defects that are found.  Such a check shall not affect the 

Contractorôs or the Authorityôs responsibility as defined in the Contract Agreement. 

 

  30.  Tests 

 

 30.1  If the Authority instructs the Contractor to carry out a test not specified in the Specification to check 

whether any work has a Defect and the test shows that it does, the Contractor shall pay for the test and 

any samples. If there is no Defect the test shall be a Compensation Event. 

 

          30.2    óThe performance security of a Joint Venture shall be in the name of the joint venture.ô 
 

 

31.  Correction of Defects 

 

 31.1 The Authority shall give notice to the Contractor of any Defects before the end of the Defects 

Liability Period, which begins at Completion and is defined in the Contract Data. The Defects 

Liability Period shall be extended for as long as Defects remain to be corrected. 

 

 

 31.2 Every time notice of a Defect is given, the Contractor shall correct the notified Defect within the 

length of time specified by the Authorityôs notice. 

 

32.  Uncorrected Defects 

 

 32.1 If the Contractor has not corrected a Defect within the time specified in the Authorityôs notice, the 

Authority will assess the cost of having the Defect corrected, and the Contractor will pay this amount. 

 

 Note:  Where in certain cases, the technical specifications provide for acceptance of works within specified 

tolerance limits at reduced rates, Authority will certify payments to Contractor accordingly. 

 D.  Cost Control 

 

33.  Bill of Quantities 

 

 33.1 The Bill of Quantities shall contain items for the construction, installation, testing, and commissioning 

work to be done by the contractor. 

 33.2 The Bill of Quantities is used to calculate the Contract Price.  The Contractor is paid for the quantity 

of the work done at the rate in the Bill of Quantities for each item. 

 

34.  Variations 

  

 34.1 All Variations shall be included in updated Programs produced by the Contractor. 

 

35.  Payments for Variations 

 

 35.1 The Contractor shall provide the Authority with a quotation (with breakdown of unit rates) for 

carrying out the Variation when requested to do so by the Authority. The Authority shall assess the 

quotation, which shall be given within seven days of the request or within any longer period stated by 

the Authority and before the Variation is ordered. 
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 35.2 If the work in the Variation corresponds with an item description in the Bill of Quantities and if, in the 

opinion of the Authority, the quantity of work above the limit stated in Sub Clause 38.1 or the timing 

of its execution do not cause the cost per unit of quantity to change, the rate in the bill of Quantities 

shall be used to calculate the value of the Variation.  If the cost per unit of quantity changes, or if the 

nature or timing of the work in the Variation does not correspond with items in the Bill of Quantities, 

the quotation by the Contractor shall be in form of new rates for the relevant items of work.  

 35.3 If the Contractor's quotation is unreasonable (or if the contractor fails to provide the Authority with a 

quotation within a reasonable time specified by the authority in accordance with Clause 40.1), the 

Authority may order the Variation and make a change to the Contract Price which shall be based on 

Authorityôs own forecast of the effects of the Variation on the Contractor's costs. 

 35.4 If the Authority decides that the urgency of varying the work would prevent a quotation being given 

and considered without delaying the work, no quotation shall be given and the Variation shall be 

treated as a Compensation Event. 

 35.5 The Contractor shall not be entitled to additional payment for costs that could have been avoided by 

giving early warning. 

 

 

36.  Payments 

 

 36.1 Payments shall be adjusted for deductions for advance payments, retention, other recoveries in terms 

of the contract and taxes, at source, as applicable under the law.  The Employer shall pay the 

Contractor the amounts certified by the competent authority.  

 

 36.2 Items of the Works for which no rate or price has been entered in will not be paid for by the Authority 

and shall be deemed covered by other rates and prices in the Contract. 

 

37.  Tax 
 

  The rates quoted by the Contractor shall be deemed to be inclusive of the sales and other taxes that the 

Contractor will have to pay for the performance of this Contract.  The Employer will perform such 

duties in regard to the deduction of such taxes at source as per applicable law. 

 

38.  Currencies 

 

 38.1 All payments shall be made in Indian Rupees. 

 

39.  Price Adjustment 

 

 39.1 Contract price shall be adjusted for increase or decrease in rates and price of labour, materials, fuels 

and lubricants in accordance with the following principles and procedures and as per formula given in 

the contract data: 

 

  (a) The price adjustment shall apply for the work done from the start date given in the contract 

data upto end of the initial intended completion date or extensions granted by the Authority and 

shall not apply to the work carried out beyond the stipulated time for reasons attributable to the 

contractor. 

 

  (b) The price adjustment shall be determined during each quarter from the formula given in the 

contract data. 

 

  (c) Following expressions and meanings are assigned to the work done during each quarter: 

 

   R = Total value of work done during the quarter.  It would include the amount of secured 

advance for materials paid for (if any) during the quarter, less the amount of the 

secured advance recovered, during the quarter.  It will exclude value for works 

executed under variations for which price adjustment will be worked separately based 

on the terms mutually agreed. 
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 39.2 To the extent that full compensation for any rise or fall in costs to the contractor is not covered by the 

provisions of this or other clauses in the contract, the unit rates and prices included in the contract 

shall be deemed to include amounts to cover the contingency of such other rise or fall in costs.   

 

40.  Retention 
 

 40.1 The Employer shall retain from each payment due to the Contractor the proportion stated in the 

Contract Data until Completion of the whole of the Works. 

 

 40.2 On Completion of the whole of the Works half the total amount retained is repaid to the Contractor 

and half when the Defects Liability Period has passed and the Engineer has certified that all Defects 

notified by the Authority to the Contractor before the end of this period have been corrected. 

 

  

41.  Liquidated Damages 

 

 41.1 The Contractor shall pay liquidated damages to the Employer at the rate per day stated in the Contract 

Data for each day that the Completion Date is later than the Intended Completion Date (for the whole 

of the works or the milestone as stated in the contract data). The total amount of liquidated damages 

shall not exceed the amount defined in the Contract Data. The Employer may deduct liquidated 

damages from payments due to the Contractor. Payment of liquidated damages does not affect the 

Contractor's liabilities. 

 

 41.2 If the Intended Completion Date is extended after liquidated damages have been paid, the Authority 

shall correct any overpayment of liquidated damages by the Contractor by adjusting the next payment 

certificate.  

 

42.  Securities 

 

 42.1 The Performance Security shall be provided to the Authority no later than the date specified in the 

Letter of Acceptance and shall be issued in an amount and form and by a bank or surety acceptable to the 

Employer, and denominated in Indian Rupees. The Performance Security shall be valid until a date 28 days 

from the date of expiry of Defects Liability Period and the additional security for unbalanced bids shall be 

valid until a date 28 days from the date of  issue of the certificate of completion. óThe performance security 

of a joint venture shall be in the name of the joint ventureô. 

 

 

43.  Cost of Repairs 

 

 43.1 Loss or damage to the Works or Materials to be incorporated in the Works between the Start Date and 

the end of the Defects Correction periods shall be remedied by the Contractor at the Contractor's cost 

if the loss or damage arises from the Contractor's acts or omissions. 

 

 

 E.  Finishing the Contract 

 

44. Completion 

 

 44.1 The Contractor shall request the Authority to issue a Certificate of Completion of the Works and the 

Authority will do so upon deciding that the Work is completed. 

 

45. Taking Over 

 

 45.1 The Employer shall take over the Site and the Works within seven days of the competent authority 

issuing a certificate of Completion. 

 

46.  Final Account 

 

 46.1 The Contractor shall supply to the Authority a detailed account of the total amount that the Contractor 

considers payable under the Contract before the end of the Defects Liability Period. The Authority 

shall issue a Defect Liability Certificate and certify  any final payment that is due to the Contractor 
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within 56 days of receiving the Contractor's account if it is correct and complete. If it is not, the 

Authority shall issue within 56 days a schedule that states the scope of the corrections or additions that 

are necessary. If the Final Account is still unsatisfactory after it has been resubmitted, the Authority 

shall decide on the amount payable to the Contractor and issue a payment certificate, within 56 days 

of receiving the Contractorôs revised account.  

 

47. Operating and Maintenance Manuals 
 

 47.1 If ñas builtò Drawings and/or operating and maintenance manuals are required, the Contractor shall 

supply them by the dates stated in the Contract Data. 

 

 

 47.2 If the Contractor does not supply the Drawings and/or manuals by the dates stated in the Contract 

Data, or they do not receive the Authorityôs approval, the Authority shall withhold the amount stated 

in the Contract Data from payments due to the Contractor. 

 

48.  Termination  

 

 48.1 The Employer or the Contractor may terminate the Contract if the other party causes a fundamental 

breach of the Contract. 

 

 48.2 Fundamental breaches of Contract include, but shall not be limited to the following: 

 

  (a) the Contractor stops work for 28 days when no stoppage of work is shown on the current 

program and the stoppage has not been authorized by the Authority; 

 

  (b) the Authority instructs the Contractor to delay the progress of the Works and the instruction is 

not withdrawn within 28 days; 

 

  (c) the Employer or the Contractor is made bankrupt or goes into liquidation other than for a 

reconstruction or amalgamation; 

 

  (d) a payment certified by the Authority is not paid by the Employer to the Contractor within 56 

days of the date of the Authority's certificate; 

 

  (e) the Authority gives Notice that failure to correct a particular Defect is a fundamental breach of 

Contract and the Contractor fails to correct it within a reasonable period of time determined by 

the Authority; 

 

  (f) the Contractor does not maintain  a security which is required; 

 

  (g) the Contractor has delayed the completion of works by the number of days for which the 

maximum amount of liquidated damages can be paid as defined in the Contract data; and 

 

  (h) if the Contractor, in the judgment of the Purchaser has engaged in fraud and corruption, as 

defined in GCC Clause 64, in competing for or in executing the Contract. 

    

                   (i) ñThe contractor (in case of joint venture) has modified the composition of the joint venture and/or 

the responsibility of each member of the joint venture from what is stated in joint venture agreement 

without prior approval of the Employerò. 

 

 48.3 When either party to the Contract gives notice of a breach of contract to the Authority for a cause 

other than those listed under Sub Clause 48.2 above, the Authority shall decide whether the breach is 

fundamental or not. 

 

 48.4 Notwithstanding the above, the Employer may terminate the Contract for convenience. 

 

 48.5 If the Contract is terminated the Contractor shall stop work immediately, make the Site safe and 

secure and leave the Site as soon as reasonably possible. 
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49.  Payment upon Termination 

 

 49.1 If the Contract is terminated because of a fundamental breach of Contract by the Contractor, the 

Authority shall issue a certificate for the value of the work done less advance payments received up to 

the date of the issue of the certificate, less other recoveries due in terms of the contract, less taxes due  

  to be deducted at source as per applicable law and less the percentage to apply to the work not 

completed as indicated in the Contract Data. Additional Liquidated Damages shall not apply . If the 

total amount due to the Employer exceeds any payment due to the Contractor the difference shall be a 

debt payable to the Employer. 

 

 49.2 If the Contract is terminated at the Employer's convenience or because of a fundamental breach of 

Contract by the Employer, the Authority shall issue a certificate for the value of the work done, the 

reasonable cost of removal of Equipment, repatriation of the Contractor's personnel employed solely 

on the Works, and the Contractor's costs of protecting and securing the Works and less advance 

payments received up to the date of the certificate, less other recoveries due in terms of the contract 

and less taxes due to be deducted at source as per applicable law. 

 

50.  Property 

 

 50.1 All materials on the Site, Plant, Equipment, Temporary Works and Works are deemed to be the 

property of the Employer,  if the Contract is terminated because of a Contractorôs default. 

 

 

 

 F. Special Conditions of Contract 
 

1. LABOUR :  

 

 The Contractor shall, unless otherwise provided in the Contract, make his own arrangements for the 

engagement of all staff and labour, local or other, and for their payment, housing, feeding and transport. 

 

 The Contractor shall, if required by the Engineer, deliver to the Engineer a return in detail, in such form and at 

such intervals as the Engineer may prescribe, showing the staff and the numbers of the several classes of 

labour from time to time employed by the Contractor on the Site and such other information as the Engineer 

may require. 

 

2. COMPLIANCE  WITH  LABOUR  REGULATIONS  : 

 

 During continuance of the contract, the Contractor and his sub contractors shall abide at all times by all 

existing labour enactments and rules made thereunder, regulations, notifications and bye laws of the State or 

Central Government or local authority and any other labour law (including rules), regulations, bye laws that 

may be passed or notification that may be issued under any labour law in future either by the State or the 

Central Government or the local authority.  Salient features of some of the major labour laws that are 

applicable to construction industry are given below. The Contractor shall keep the Employer indemnified in 

case any action is taken against the Employer by the competent authority on account of contravention of any of 

the provisions of any Act or rules made thereunder, regulations or notifications including amendments. If the 

Employer is caused to pay or reimburse, such amounts as may be necessary to cause or observe, or for non-

observance of the provisions stipulated in the notifications/bye laws/Acts/Rules/regulations including 

amendments, if any, on the part of the Contractor,  the Engineer/Employer shall have the right to deduct any 

money due to the Contractor including his amount of performance security.  The Employer/Engineer shall also 

have right to recover from the Contractor any sum required or estimated to be required for making good the 

loss or damage suffered by the Employer. 

 

 The employees of the Contractor and the Sub-Contractor in no case shall be treated as the employees of the 

Employer at any point of time.  

 

 

SALIENT  FEATURES  OF  SOME   MAJOR  LABOUR  LAWS  APPLICABLE  TO ESTABLISHMENTS  

ENGAGED  IN  BUILDING  AND  OTHER  CONSTRUCTION   WORK  

(The law as current on the date of bid opening will apply) 
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a) Workmen Compensation Act 1923:  The Act provides for compensation in case of injury by accident arising 

out of and during the course of employment. 

 

b) Payment of Gratuity Act 1972: Gratuity is payable to an employee under the Act on satisfaction of certain 

conditions on separation if an employee has completed 5 years service or more or on death the rate of 15 days 

wages for every completed year of service. The Act is applicable to all establishments employing 10 or more 

employees. 

 

c) Employees P.F. and Miscellaneous Provision Act 1952 (since amended): The Act Provides for monthly 

contributions by the employer plus workers @ 10% or 8.33%.  The benefits payable under the Act are : 

 

 (i) Pension  or family pension on retirement or death, as the case may be. 

 

 (ii)  Deposit linked insurance on the death in harness of the worker. 

 

 (iii)  payment of P.F. accumulation on retirement/death etc. 

 

d) Maternity Benefit Act 1951:  The Act provides for leave and some other benefits to women employees in case 

of confinement or miscarriage etc. 

 

e) Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act 1970:  The Act provides for certain welfare measures to be 

provided by the Contractor to contract labour and in case the Contractor fails to provide, the same are 

required to be provided, by the Principal Employer by Law. The Principal Employer is required to take 

Certificate of Registration and the Contractor is required to take license from the designated Officer. The Act 

is applicable to the establishments or Contractor of Principal Employer if they employ 20 or more contract 

labour. 

 

f) Minimum Wages Act 1948:  The Employer is supposed to pay not less than the Minimum Wages fixed by 

appropriate Government as per provisions of the Act if the employment is a scheduled employment.  

Construction of Buildings, Roads, Runways are scheduled employments. 

 

g) Payment of Wages Act 1936:  It lays down  as to by what date the wages are to be paid, when it will be paid 

and what deductions can be made from the wages of the workers. 

 

h) Equal Remuneration Act 1979:  The Act provides for payment of equal wages for work of equal nature to 

Male and Female workers and for not making discrimination against Female employees in the matters of 

transfers, training and promotions etc. 

 

i) Payment of Bonus Act 1965:  The Act is applicable to all establishments employing 20 or more employees. 

The Act provides for payments of annual bonus subject to a  minimum of 8.33% of wages and maximum of 

20% of wages to employees drawing Rs.3500/-per month or less. The bonus to be paid to employees getting 

Rs.2500/- per month or above upto Rs.3500/- per month shall be worked out by taking wages as Rs.2500/-per 

month only.  The Act does not apply to certain establishments. The newly set-up establishments are exempted 

for five years in certain circumstances. Some of the State Governments have reduced the employment size 

from 20 to 10 for the purpose of applicability of this Act.  

 

j) Industrial Disputes Act 1947:  The Act lays down the machinery and procedure for resolution of Industrial 

disputes, in what situations a strike or lock-out becomes illegal and what are the requirements for laying off 

or retrenching the employees or closing down the establishment. 

 

k) Industrial Employment (Standing Orders) Act 1946:  It is applicable to all establishments employing 100 or 

more workmen (employment size reduced by some of the States and Central Government to 50). The Act 

provides for laying down rules governing the conditions of employment by the Employer on matters provided 

in the Act and get the same certified by the designated Authority. 

 

l) Trade Unions Act 1926:  The Act lays down the procedure for registration of trade unions of workmen and 

employers. The Trade Unions registered under the Act have been given certain immunities from civil and 

criminal liabilities. 
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m) Child Labour (Prohibition & Regulation) Act 1986:  The Act prohibits employment of children below 14 

years of age in certain occupations and processes and provides for regulation of employment of children in all 

other occupations and processes. Employment of Child Labour is prohibited in Building and Construction 

Industry.   

 

n) Inter-State Migrant workmenôs (Regulation of Employment & Conditions of Service) Act 1979: The Act is 

applicable to an establishment which employs 5 or more inter-state migrant workmen through an intermediary 

(who has recruited workmen in one state for employment in the establishment situated in another state). The 

Inter-State migrant workmen, in an establishment to which this Act becomes applicable, are required to be 

provided certain facilities such as housing, medical aid, travelling expenses from home upto the establishment 

and back, etc. 

 

o) The Building and Other Construction workers (Regulation of Employment and Conditions of Service) Act 

1996 and the Cess Act of 1996:  All the establishments who carry on any building or other construction work 

and employs 10 or more workers are covered under this Act. All such establishments are required to pay cess 

at the rate not exceeding 2% of the cost of construction as may be modified by the Government. The 

Employer of the establishment is required to provide safety measures at the Building or construction work 

and other welfare measures, such as Canteens, First-Aid facilities, Ambulance, Housing accommodations for 

workers near the work place etc.  The Employer to whom the Act applies has to obtain a registration 

certificate from the Registering Officer appointed by the Government.  

 

p) Factories Act 1948:  The Act lays down the procedure for approval at plans before setting up a factory, health 

and safety provisions, welfare provisions, working hours, annual earned leave and rendering information 

regarding accidents or dangerous occurrences to designated authorities.  It is applicable to premises 

employing 10 persons or more with aid of power or 20 or more persons without the aid of power engaged in 

manufacturing process.  

 

3. SUB-CONTRACTING (GCC Cla use  7) 

 Please add the following as Clause 7.2: 

 

 The contractor shall not be required to obtain any consent from the employer for: 

 

 a) the sub-contracting of any part of the Works for which the Sub-contractor is named in the contract; 

 b) the provision of labour; and 

 c) the purchase of materials which are in accordance with the standards specified in the Contract. 

 

 Beyond this if the contractor proposes sub-contracting any part of the work during execution of works, 

because of some unforeseen circumstances to enable him to complete the work as per terms of the contract,  

the Engineer will consider the following before according approval: 

 

- The contractor shall not sub-contract the whole of the Works. 

 

- The contractor shall not sub-contract any part of the Work without prior consent of the Engineer.  Any 

such consent shall not relieve the contractor from any liability or obligations under the contract  and he 

shall be responsible for the acts, defaults and neglects of any sub-contractor, his agents or workmen as 

fully as if they were the acts, defaults or neglects of the contractor, his agents or workmen. 

 

- The Engineer should satisfy whether (a) the circumstances warrant such sub-contracting; and (b) the 

sub-contractors so proposed for the Work possess the experience, qualifications and equipment 

necessary for the job proposed to be entrusted to them in proportion to the quantum of work to be sub-

contracted. 

 

 - If payments are proposed to be  made directly to that sub-contractor, this should be subject to specific 

authorization by the prime contractor so that this arrangement does not alter the contractor's liability or 

obligations under the contract. 

 

4. ARBITRATION (GCC Clause  25.3) 

 The procedure for arbitration will be as follows : 
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25.3 (a) In case of Dispute or difference arising between the Employer and a domestic contractor relating to 

any matter arising out of or connected with this agreement, such disputes or difference shall be settled 

in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996.  The arbitral tribunal shall consist of 3 

arbitrators one each to be appointed by the Employer and the Contractor.  The third Arbitrator shall be 

chosen by the two Arbitrators so appointed by the Parties and shall act as Presiding arbitrator.  In case 

of failure of the two arbitrators appointed by the parties to reach upon a consensus within a period of 

30 days from the appointment of the arbitrator appointed subsequently, the Presiding Arbitrator shall 

be appointed by the * Indian Council of Arbitration/President of the Institution of Engineers 

(India)/The International Centre for Alternative Dispute Resolution (India). 

_____________________________________________ 

(Note: 1.  All bidders are expected to indicate clearly in the bid, if they proposed sub-contracting elements of the works amounting to more than 20 

percent of the Bid Price.  For each such proposal the qualification and the experience of the identified sub-contractor in the relevant field should be 

furnished alongwith the bid to enable the employer to satisfy himself  about their qualifications before agreeing for such sub-contracting and include it in 

the contract.  In view of the above, normally no additional sub-contracting should arise during execution of the contract. 
 2.  However, [a] sub contracting for certain specialized elements of the work is not unusual and acceptable for carrying out the works 

more effectively; but vertical splitting of the works for subcontracting is not acceptable. [b] In any case, proposal for sub-contracting in 

addition to what was specified in bid and stated in contract agreement will not be acceptable if the value of such additional sub-

contracting exceeds 25% of value of work which was to be executed by Contractor without sub-contracting. 

 3.  Assignment of the contract may be acceptable only under exceptional circumstances such as insolvencies/liquidation 

or merger of companies etc. 

 

 (b) In the case of dispute with a Foreign contractor the dispute shall be settled in accordance with 

provisions of UNCITRAL Arbitration Rules.  The Arbitral Tribunal shall consist of three Arbitrators 

one each to be appointed by the Employer and the Contractor.  The third Arbitrator shall be chosen by 

the two Arbitrators so appointed by the Parties, and shall act a presiding arbitrator.  In case of failure  

  of the two arbitrators appointed by the parties to reach upon a consensus within a period of 30 days 

from the appointment of the arbitrator appointed subsequently, the Presiding arbitrator shall be 

appointed by the * Indian Council of Arbitration/President of the Institution of Engineers (India)/The 

International Centre for Alternative Dispute Resolution (India). 

 

 (c) If one of the parties fails to appoint its arbitrator in pursuance of sub-clause (a) and (b) above within 

30 days after receipt of the notice of the appointment of its arbitrator by the other party, then the * 

Indian Council of Arbitration/President of the Institution of Engineers (India)/The International 

Centre for Alternative Dispute Resolution (India), both in cases of the Foreign Contractor as well as 

Indian Contractor, shall appoint the arbitrator.  A certified copy of the order of the *Indian Council of 

Arbitration /President of the Institution of Engineers (India)/The International Centre for Alternative 

Disputes Resolution (India), making such an appointment shall be furnished to each of the parties. 

 

 (d) Arbitration proceedings shall be held at ____________, India, and the language of the arbitration 

proceedings and that of all documents and communications between the parties shall be English. 

 

 (e) The decision of the majority of arbitrators shall be final and binding upon both parties.  The cost and 

expenses of Arbitration proceedings will be paid as determined by the arbitral tribunal.  However, the 

expenses incurred by each party in connection with the preparation, presentation, etc. of its 

proceedings as also the fees and expenses paid to the arbitrator appointed by such party or on its 

behalf shall be borne by each party itself. 

 

 (f) Where the value of the contract is Rs.50 millions and below, the disputes or differences arising shall 

be referred to the Sole Arbitrator.

General Specification & Execution 

CIVIL CONSTRUCTION & MATERIALS  
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CEMENT CONCRETE WORKS 
(PLAIN OR REINFORCED) 

i) Shuttering and staging: Wherever necessary, shuttering and staging must 

be provided. Unless otherwise stated, no payment will be made for such 

shuttering or staging and the cost thereof will be deemed to have been covered by 

the rate for relevant finished item of work. Where payment for shuttering has 

been specified, the rate shall be deemed to cover the cost of the necessary staging 

as well. Payment, if any, for shuttering will be on the basis of surface area of 

shuttering in actual contact with concrete. 

  ii)  Shuttering may be of approved dressed timber true to line not less than 

2.5 cm. thick., Surface to be in contact with concrete are to be planed smooth 

except where otherwise stated. As an alternative, sufficiently rigid steel 

shuttering may be used for which same rate of timber shuttering shall be allowed. 

In every case, joints of the shuttering are to be such as to prevent the loss of 

liquid from the concrete. In timber shuttering the joints shall therefore be either 

tongued or grooved or the joints must be perfectly closed and lined with craft 

paper or other types of approved materials. In case of steel shuttering also, the 

joints are to be similarly lined. 

 All shuttering and framing must adequately be stayed and braced to the 

satisfaction of the Engineer-in-charge for properly supporting the concrete during 

the period of hardening. It shall be so constructed that it may be removed without 

shock or vibration to the concrete. 

  iii)  Before the concrete is placed, the shuttering shall, if considered 

necessary, be coated with an approved preparation for preventing the adhesion of 

the concrete of the finished concrete is not stained. Care shall also be taken that 

such approved preparation shall be kept out of contact with reinforcement. 

 In no circumstances, shall forms be struck until the concrete reaches 

strength of at least twice the stress of which the concrete may be subjected at the 

time of striking. 

 Interior of all mould and boxes must be thoroughly washed out with a 

hose pipe or otherwise so as to be perfectly cleaned and free from all extraneous 

matter previous to the deposition of concrete. 

 All form-work shall be removed without shock or vibration. Before the 

form work is stripped, the concrete surface shall be exposed where necessary in 

order to ascertain that the concrete has hardened sufficiently. In normal weather 

and with ordinary cement vertical or side shuttering may be removed after three 

days and the bottom shuttering of horizontal members after fourteen days in case 

of slabs and twenty-one days in case of beam and cantilevers etc. from the date 

of placing the last portion of the concrete in the structure. The above period are 

the minimum and may be extended if found necessary. Before stripping the 

shuttering of structural members, the contractor shall take previous permission of 

the Engineer-in-charge or his representative. 

iv)     Scaffolding: The scaffolding must be strong and rigid stiffened with 

necessary cross bracers and always decked and boarded on the sills with close 

boarded veiling and swings to prevent any injury to persons or materials. The 

contractor shall have to allow other traders to make reasonable use of his 

scaffolding as and when directed by the Engineer-in-Charge. 

If for the interest of the work contractors have to erect scaffolding in otherós 

properties including local bodies or corporation, the arrangement for the same 

including the cost of licensing fees etc. shall have to be borne by the contractor 

and the department should be kept free from any liability on this account. 

v)        Mixing, placing and compacting: The proportion specified is by volume in 

dry rodded condition of the different constituents. 

Boxes of suitable sizes shall be used for measuring sand and aggregate. The unit 
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of measurement for cement shall be bag of cement weighing 50 Kg. and this shall 

be taken as 0.035 cubic metre while measuring the aggregate, shaking, ramming 

or hammering shall not be done. The proportioning of sand shall be on the basis 

of its dry volume and in case of damp sand allowances for bulkage be made. The 

aggregate in each batch of concrete are to be proportioned as to contain full bags 

of cement. 

Normally all structural concrete shall be mixed in mixture machine in appropriate 

proportion, shall have to be vibrated with suitable vibrator. Mixing shall be 

continued until there is uniform distribu- tion of the materials and the mass is 

uniform in colour and consistency, but in no case mixing shall be be done for less 

than two minutes. For a particular job the Engineer-in- Charge may allow hand 

mixing and or hand tapping of concrete In case of hand mixing concrete, extra 

cement up to 10% over the standard requirement of cement for machine mix of 

particular mix shall have to be provided by the contractor at his own cost. 

As the bulking of sand may vary from day to day and at different parts of the day 

on account of varying moisture content, frequent tests for bulking shall be carried 

out with the sand to be used and amount of bulking allowed for in the field mix 

so as to keep the actual proportion constant throughout. Only such quantities as 

are required for immediate use are to be mixed at any one time. Sufficient water 

is to be added to obtain proper workability so that the mixture may flow readily 

round the reinforcement and into every part of the moulds. The workability shall 

be measured by the amount of slump. 

         The quantity of water to be used for each mix of 50 kg. cement to give the 

required consistency shall not be more than 32 litres for 1:2:4 mix, 30 litres for 

1:11/2:3 mix and 27 litres for 1:1:2 mix. In the case of vibrated concrete, the 

limit specified may be suitably reduced to avoid segregation. 

iv)Protection and curing :  

The contractor shall adequately protect freshly laid concrete, about 1 to 2 hours 

after its laying, from too rapid drying due to sunshine, drying winds etc. and also 

from running of surface water and shocks. After 24 hours of laying of concrete, 

the surface shall be cured by flooding with water of minimum 25 mm depth or by 

covering with wet absorbent materials. The curing shall be done for a minimum 

period of 10 days. Over foundation concrete masonry work may be started after 

48 hours, but curing shall be continued for 10 days. 

The proposed foundation area for the concrete structure shall be cleaned of all 

growths and stripped to designed level/ hard surface. The suitability of 

foundation be in confirmation with approved drawing, water loss test of the sub 

soil and the safe bearing capacity of the soil shall be tested for laying the 

concrete. Green cutting of concrete by air ïwater jet and suitable measures for 

bonding of concrete between two faces and adjacent layers shall be done 

properly as directed.  

For works involving substantial quantities of concrete, design mix concrete shall 

be used for concrete of grade M10,M15,M20 etc. and proportioning of concrete 

mix ingredients will be by weight. The class or grade of concrete to be used shall 

be as shown on the table.

 All bricks shall be of approved quality of standard specifications, made of 

good brick earth, uniform deep red, cherry or copper colour, thoroughly 

burnt in kiln (machine made) without being vitrified, regular in shape and 

size, sound, hard, homogeneous in texture, true to shape and of standard 

dimension and shall be free from cracks, chips flaws, stones or humps of 

any kind and shall not show appreciable signs of efflorescence either dry or 

subsequent to soaking in water. The size of bricks shall be 9Ĳ 'ô Ĭ 4Ĳ 'ô Ĭ 

2Ĳ 'ô (conventional), 190 Ĭ 90 Ĭ 90 mm (modular). The Bricks shall emit a 

clear ringing sound on being struck and have minimum crushing strength of 

105 kg./sq.cm. All the bricks which absorb water more than 20% of their 

own dry weight after 24 hours immersion in cold water shall be rejected. 

COARSE AGGREGATE  Stone chips of stone ballast for cement concrete work (plain or reinforced 

shall be hard, of uniform and fine texture, free from faults or plane of 

weakness and free from weathered faces.

Sand shall 

not be used for concrete work if it contains more than 10 per cent of fine 
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grains passing a 76 mesh sieve as used for cement test nor should the 

fineness modulus be less than 2:00 unless specific permission is obtained 

from Engineer-in-charge.

Cement bags must be stored in a water-tight 

shed having wooden floor or platforms raised at least 50 mm. from ground 

as approved by the Engineer-in-Charge. Cement which is partially set or 

which is lumpy or caked is to be treated as damaged and shall be removed 

from the site immediately.  

STEEL  The minimum grade of the steel to be used at site should be Fe 415. All 

steel shall be free from oil and loose rust.  Any scale or loose rust shall be 

removed. Tor Steel Rods of various dias : and categories for reinforced 

concrete works etc. may be issued.  The contractor must accept the actual 

weight as calculated on tolerance allowed for rolling or on theoretical 

weight on running metre basis allowed for a particular section of the bar as 

the case may be depending on the issue rate fixed. All straightening of rods 

and final straightening of coils already straightened initially must be 

included in the rate for reinforcement.

i) Foundation when excaGSTed to the level shown in the drawing will be 

shown to the Engineer-in-Charge and if on account of bad ground or for any 

reason whatsoever he decides to go deeper with the foundation, the 

contractor shall excaGSTe further to the depths required by the Engineer-in-

Charge. In no case shall the foundation soling or concrete be laid prior to 

receiving orders to that effect from the Engineer-in-Charge or his authorized 

representative.

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SAND  FILLING The sub grade shall be leveled to profile and rammed before sand filling in 

foundation or plinth by silver sand in layers. The area shall first be saturated with 

water. Then sand, free of all impurities shall be spread in 150mm layers 

uniformly, watered and rammed. 

BRICK FLAT SOLING Single brick flat soling of picked jhama bricks are to be rammed after dressing 

bed to proper level and joints are to be filled with powdered earth or local sand. 

BRICK WORK Cement mortar shall be prepared by mixing sand and cement in specified 

proportion. Sand shall be measured on the basis of its dry volume. In case of 

damp sand, its quantity shall be increased suitably to allow for bulkage. Only 

such quantity of mortar shall be prepared at a time as could be completely used 

up in masonry within 30 minutes of mixing. Mortar that remains unused for 

longer period than 30 minutes or becomes stiff or set shall not be used. It shall be 

rejected and wasted. 

 Brick shall be laid in English bond. The brick shall be laid by layering method. A 
layer of mortar shall be spread on full width for suitable length of the lower 
course. Each brick shall first be laid so as to project over the one below, suitably 
pressed to embed the brick and fill its inside face fully with mortar. The 
thickness of joints shall not exceed 10mm and all joints are full of mortar. The 
face joints shall be racked to a minimum depth of 15mm so as to provide proper 
key for plaster.  
The walls shall be taken up true to plumb with plumb bob. The thickness of each 

brick course shall be kept uniform and all courses shall be laid truly horizontal 

and all vertical joints shall be truly vertical. Faces of walls found not in plumb 

shall be dismantled. 

All connected brickwork shall be carried on nearly at one level and no portion of 

the work shall be left more than 1 metre below the rest of the work. Where this is 

not possible, the work shall be racked according to bond at an angle not steeper 

than 45°.The face of brickwork shall be cleaned the very day that brickwork is 

laid daily and all mortar droppings 

removed. 

Green work shall be protected from rain by suitable covering. The brickwork 

shall be kept wet for a period of at least 7 days. The top of masonry work shall be 

left flooded at the close of the day. 

Scaffolding shall be sound and strong and holes left in masonry work for 

supporting the scaffolding shall be filled and made good, before plastering. 

Curing of masonry wall shall commence after 4 to 8 hours of construction 

(depending upon weather condition) and water sprayed gently. All exposed 

surface of masonry shall be kept moist for a period of 14 days. 

PLASTERING AND NEAT 
CEMENTING. 

The surface shall be moistened sufficiently. Plaster of specified grade shall be 

applied to the surface from top and worked down. The mortar shall be stiff 

enough to cling to the surface and hold when laid. At the end of the day, the 

plaster shall be kept in a clean horizontal or vertical line. The fresh plaster shall 

be adequately protected about 1 to 2 hours from too rapid drying due to sunshine, 

dying wind etc. and also from rains. After 24 hours of plastering, the surface 

shall be cured. 

When recommencing the work on the next day, the edges of old plaster shall be 

scrapped clean and wetted and treated with cement slurry before the new plaster 

is laid adjacent.  

Water curing of plastering shall be done uninterruptedly for 14 days. Any cracks 

which appear on the surface and all such portions which sound hollow when 

tapped or found soft or otherwise defective shall be cut in rectangular shape and 

redone. Required rounding off or chamfering corners and raking out joints, 

including throating, nosing and drip course, scaffolding/staging   are to be done 

as required.
